Constitutional monarchy

The United Kingdom is a constitutional monarchy: succession to the British
throne is hereditary. Under the British Constitution sweeping executive
powers, known as the royal prerogative, are nominally vested in the
Sovereign. In exercising these powers, however, the Sovereign normally
defers to the advice of the Prime Minister or other ministers.

The prime minister in England

The prime minister is appointed by the Sovereign. When one party has an
absolute majority in the House of Commons, the Sovereign appoints the
leader of that party as Prime minister.

When there is a hung parliament or the identity of the leader of that party
is not clear the Sovereign has more flexibility in his or her choice.

Acts of Parliament are laws (statutes) that have received the approval of
Parliament — that is the Sovereign, the House of Lords and the House of
Commons. On rare occasions the House of Commons uses the «Parliament
Actsy» ( the Parliament Act 1911 and the Parliament Act 1949) to pass
legislation without the approval of the House of Lords.
